email and/or the PDF.You can also print out the PDF and post it in appropri-
ate places. 
 
Note that the Museum has written up this event in the current edition of the 
its magazine, "Aloft". 
 
There are two aspects to the day: static display of aerobatic aircraft, and, 
sessions in the Museum's auditorium. 
 
For static display, the Museum's ramp will be open for display parking from 
8:30 AM onwards - just ask KBFI ground control for taxiing to parking on the 
Museum's ramp and remember to shut down your engine in order to push  
your aircraft onto the ramp, since there will be a lot of non-pilots wandering 
around the ramp! 
 
If you can make it, please plan on flying in to support this event and display 
your aerobatic aircraft. We'll have people watching over the parked aircraft 
as well. Please note that those who do not have mode C equipped trans-
ponders in their aircraft will need to get a Class B waiver to fly within 30 nm 
of KSEA, even if below the Class B airspace. Alternatively, you can arrive 
(and depart) in formation with an aircraft that is Mode C transponder 
equipped. 
 
Several people have already asked if we'll be organizing a fly by, or other fly-
ing type of display. Not to dampen anyone's enthusiasm but, regretfully, the 
answer is "no". This is after all Boeing Field, one of the busiest airports in the 
region! 
 
However, a static display at this airport, with the backing of and promotion by 
the Museum, is a great way to promote aerobatics in the region and to en-
courage participation in aerobatics. Needless to say, we are expecting a 
good response from the public in terms of attendance on the 12th.

PM in the Museum's auditorium: two 
presentations and a panel session. Vicki 
Cruse is leading off with a presentation 
on the IAC, aerobatics in general and 
her own personal experiences in the 
world of aerobatic flying. She is followed 
by Jacquie Warda who'll be talking 
about air show flying and her experi-
ences starting off from the grass roots. 
Finally, a cast of "the usual suspects" 
will take the stage to form a panel ses-
